([Note8]) For nationals of those countries with visa exemptions permitting stays of up to 6 months
under the bilateratisa exemption arrangements, those who wish to stay in Japan for more than 90 days
are required to apply for an extension of the period of stay to the Ministry of Justice (Regional
Immigration Bureau) before the period of permitted stay is to expire.

Nationals of countries other than those listed above are required to obtahtesimolusiness

affairs visa.
Visa officers at the Japanese Embassies or Consulates make the final decision on the validity of
your application, duration of stay and times of emtfya visa, and may require the application

to provide additional documents.
